Terms and Conditions -             Classes may be split if numbers warrant 
  
1. Pure Crabbet is defined as tracing in all lines of its pedigree to Pure Arabian Horses owned or bred by Lady Anne 

and Wilfred Blunt, Lady Wentworth or Cecil Covey. 
2. Pure Crabbet horses may compete in each of Pure Crabbet and Open classes. 
3. Entry in the Crabbet-related Classes is restricted to horses that must have 50% or more Crabbet breeding.  Classes 

will be provided for horses with 75% or more Crabbet blood, and 50% to 75% Crabbet Blood. 
4. Crabbet-related horses may compete in BOTH Crabbet-related and Open classes. 
5. There are no restrictions for horses competing in Derivative classes, but they MUST be registered. 
6. All entries MUST be made in writing on supplied forms and lodged on or before the closing date. 
7. The lodging of any entry shall bind the exhibitor to the conditions set out herein and the signature of an exhibitor 

shall be deemed acceptance of these said conditions. 
8. All horses must be registered with the Arabian Horse Society of Australia Ltd. and a photocopy of registration 

MUST accompany entries. 
9. Conduct:  Any horse deemed to be loose or out of control, or a danger to others will be excused from the ring.  

Excessive use of whips or chains or any other actions deemed cruel by the Judge, Steward or Marshall will result 
in horse and handler being excused from the ring.  Handlers are not to incite any horse to challenge by facing up 
to each other or by overcrowding and shall be suitably attired. 

10. The correct exhibit number must be displayed clearly by the handler/rider. 
11. Birthdate of all horses to be taken as the 1st August. 
12. Youth are to be 17 years and under at time of show. 
13. Stallions and colts must be entire. 
14. Geldings must be gelded.  Foals registered as geldings cannot compete in the colt classes. 
15. No responsibility will be taken for any loss or accident which may be caused by, or suffered by any exhibit or 

exhibitor/person or property and it is a condition of entry that exhibitors shall hold the Show Organizer 
indemnified against any claim in respect of any accident, loss or damage. 

16. The Show Organizer shall have the power without assigning any reason to:- 
(i) Reject or cancel any entry at any time. 
(ii) Cancel any event or class, divide or combine classes with less than 3 entries received or transfer 

any exhibit from one class to another. 
(iii) Remove any exhibit from the grounds. 
(iv) The Judge’s decision is final. 

17. Any cheque received or accepted by the Organizer shall be deemed to have been received as conditional payment 
only and subject to payment upon presentation. 

18. (i) A MAIDEN is defined as not having won a first place in same or similar class at any Show at the closing              
date of entry.  To be ridden in a snaffle. 
(ii) A NOVICE is a hack which has not won a first place in an Open Hack Class, or Championship at any 

Official Show at the closing date of entry.  To be ridden in a snaffle. 
19. An extended pedigree must accompany all Pure Crabbet and Crabbet-Related entries for verification.  This is not 

necessary for horses that have competed in similar classes at a previous Queensland Crabbet Arabian Show. 
20. Entry fees shall not be refunded after closing date of show. 
21. The All Arabian Summer Show is run in accordance with the following rules 

1. Our Own Rules Above 
2. The Arabian Horse Society of Australia Ltd.  Rules 
3. HSAA Rules 

SPECIAL NOTES – CRABBET RELATED CLASSES – Eligible horses may enter both their open age class and the 
Crabbet related class.  Open Classes attract official ROM points.  Crabbet related and Pure Crabbet classes can be used as 
qualifiers for the Australian Championships but not for ROM points. 
MITAVITE CHALLENGE CUP:  Judged on the best single result from one halter class plus the Mitavite Challenge Cup 
Saddle Class.   Arabian and Derivative horses must enter both an appropriate halter class and the Mitavite Saddle Class. 
Trophies will be displayed and engraved but will remain in the possession of the Queensland Crabbet Group Inc. 
RIBBONS TO 6 PLACES.

I knowingly and freely assume all such risks, both known and unknown, even if arising from the negligence of the proprietors of the Arabian Horse 
Society of Australia Ltd and/or the event organiser (hereafter referred to as the "Releasees") or others and I voluntarily PARTICIPATE at my OWN 
RISK and assume sole responsibility for any injury, death or property damage I may suffer that arises from my participation in horse sport activities. 

I understand and acknowledge the dangers associated with the consumption of alcohol or any mind altering drugs before and during the activity and 
I take full responsibility for any injury, loss or damage associated with their consumption.
